Research Design: Tested the validity of the
ILO/UNICEF rapid assessment methodology (RAP) on
child labor.

e Through 38 Rapid Assessmentsin 19 countries and
one border area, gathered qualitative and
guantitative data related to the worst forms of child
labor;

o Described the magnitude, character, causes, and
consequences of child labor; and

o Published and made available results of the report
in several languages.
