The Veterans Administration (Washington) approved the placement of a granite memorial stone honoring the U.S. Navy’s Submarine Service. It will be placed on “Veterans Walk” at the National Veterans Cemetery in Canton, GA. The Grayback Base of the USSVI (US Submarine Veterans Inc) organization is the sponsor of this memorial, raising funds through community outreach efforts and veteran organization donations to bring this project to fruition. This memorial is dedicated to submariners now on “Eternal Patrol” and this historic event marks the first national veteran’s organization to receive this honor at the new Canton cemetery, which opened in 2006. LVER Kotler, a member of the USSVI organization, announced that the memorial Dedication Ceremony (originally scheduled for Oct. 11, 2009 was changed due to unforeseen weather delays) and will now be held on Sunday, April 11, 2010 @ 14:00 hours. The new date marks the 110th Birthday Anniversary of the Submarine Service. If scheduling permits, U.S. House of Representative’s Tom Price, GA District 6, whose district includes the Canton cemetery, has expressed interest in being the guest speaker at the event.
